In order to accommodate both pallet storage and 
picking, Spaceway suggested that the area was 
divided into two sections. Section one included the 
installation of high bay pallet racking in two areas 
with the layout designed to accommodate a VNA 
man-up forklift.  In order to meet insurance 
requirements relating to sprinkler systems, section 
two was fitted out with mesh decking to 
accommodate the storage and picking of cartons.  
Anti-collapse mesh was fitted to the pallet racking 
in areas of concentrated pedestrian activity to 
prevent items falling on employees.   
To accommodate the fastest moving lines 
amounting to 3000 stock keeping units (sku’s), 
BITO carton live racking was designed and 
installed to integrate with an automated Knapp 
conveyor system to transport picked items to the 
packaging and despatch areas.  Finally, 
Spaceway installed 100,000 labels in both areas 
of the warehouse to provide racking identification, 
bin locations and equipment.
