Plastimo UK Limited, established in 1963, is now
recognised as Europe’s expert manufacturer in the
field of plastic engineering and one of the leading
boating equipment distributors. Unique in the
leisure boating trade, Plastimo offers a compre-
hensive range of 6,500 products including lifejack-
ets, safety harnesses and life rafts.

Due to its continued growth and success in 2003, Plastimo
amalgamated with Eastbourne-based Navtech. This in turn led to
a need for larger premises for the expanding company to oper-

ate from. Plastimo selected a spacious recently completed unit at
Hamilton Business Park in Hedge End; the next challenge was to
re-fit the 38,000 sq ft space to meet their needs… Enter
Spaceway.

Paul Callus, Managing Director of Plastimo commented: “We
were aware that the size of the project required a highly compe-
tent and experienced team to successfully undertake it.
Spaceway gave us confidence that this would be meticulously
planned and implemented to the letter.”

Sales Director Dominic O’Brien was presented with the brief for
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FlooriTall™ Mezzanine Floor & Partitioning

A small raised FlooriTall™ mezzanine platform was installed to
support the warehouse office, which was constructed using
Excalibur double skin steel partitioning. This was designed and
positioned in such a way that the Warehouse Manager could
monitor and oversee the warehouse operation with ease.

Racking & Shelving

The first phase of the works involved installing longspan shelving
and pallet racking (manufactured by Planned Storage) in the
ground floor warehouse area so that stock from both sites could
be transferred to the new building as part of the move - timing
and planning were vital. 

The racks and shelves were specified according to the layout
drawings which had been produced for each of the rows. These
in turn had been designed specifically for the products they
would store, including vertical racks for the storing oars.

In addition packing benches, conveyors and safety barriers
were also specified within the overall warehouse layout and
design to accommodate the storage, packing and despatch
requirements of the operation.
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Ian concluded: “We specified 103,000 linear metres of stor-
age in total, which is a lot for 18 people, but has met their
needs exactly. 

“The overall result is that we have been able to provide Bandai
with a clean and tidy environment that will serve the company
well into the future as their office continues to evolve.”

We were able to
make best use of the space

using 120º desking
from the Senator range.

Within the post area, light grey storage cupboards manufac-
tured by Komfort Office Environments were
specified to tidy away loose files and postal items.

Spaceway also designed an informal breakout area,
within the layout which was created using Albion
Ventura tub chairs that also matched the corporate red.

Walkways were defined using red Flooring Industry
Maestro 4000 carpet tiles and floor standing
screens (also by Screen Solutions) were specified to
clarify walkway interchanges and to continue the
corporate theme. Separate offices were created for
the senior managers, with full-height floor standing
screens. Glass was used to create an integrated
feel to the overall design.

Spaceway moves
Innotec’s world.
Salisbury-based Innotec Supplies (UK) Limited,
a leading specialist in chemical cleaning prod-
ucts, recently moved to a new unit at Glenmore
Business Park. The business had been running
from a basic industrial unit at Castlegate
Business Park for 6 years, but rapid growth
had necessitated the relocation. 

Keen to push the project forward, Spaceway’s corporate
image coupled with a detailed knowledge of Fire and
Building Regulations swung the deal for Innotec’s directors,
who chose Spaceway’s proposal against some stiff competi-
tion.

Managing Director of Innotec, Melanie Murrell explains:
“We needed to double our storage and office space and
also felt that our corporate identity needed to be more pro-
fessional.

“After finding the right property, we instructed Spaceway to
construct offices and a reception
area that would portray the
image that we wanted.”

Dominic O’Brien, Spaceway
Sales Director, added:
“Spaceway provided the best
solution for the refit works.  The
move necessitated a fast track
programme that incorporated all
elements of their brief.”

The initial phase involved
upgrading the existing mezza-
nine platform that led into the first
floor open-plan offices and meet-
ing room. The offices and meet-
ing room were then divided
using a special acoustic SMS
Windsor range moveable wall
to create an organic space.

A small reception area was
formed at the ground floor
entrance and a lobby at the
head of the staircase using
Komfort ‘Kameo 75’ fire rated
partitioning.

In addition, 600 x 600mm sus-
pended ceiling tiles were also

specified over the internal Kameo partitions. Cat II lighting
was installed in the offices together with wall mounted elec-
tric heaters, fire exit signs and heat detection. Finally the
offices were decorated with light grey Budget.com vinyl and
carpeted using Gaskell Teviot in Saxe Blue.

Dominic commented on the finished works: “We were able
to create a modern spacious office environment, with room
available for future expansion.”

Melanie added: “We
now have premises that
we are proud to invite
customers to. 

“The working environment
for my staff is 100% better
and that is reflected in the
atmosphere of the office
and the work produced.”
